Advent marks the beginning of a new Church year and lasts 

from the fourth Sunday before Christmas, until the 

celebration of the Nativity of Our Lord, Christmas.  

The word 'Advent' comes from the Latin  

word 'Adventus,' meaning 'coming'.  

Advent is a period of preparation that directs  

our hearts and minds to the time when Christ  

will come again and to the remembrance  

and celebration of the first coming of  

Christ to us at Christmas.

Samaritans Light Up Campaign: Samaritans provide a 24-hour helpline service for people 
who are in distress, struggling to cope and who are in need of emotional support, including 
those who are feeling suicidal. Every Christmas we mark the Winter Solstice on December 21st 
with an event called the Longest Night. Through this we let our callers know that we’re there 
for them during their darkest hours, especially over the festive period. This year we are appeal-
ing to local authorities, businesses, and church leaders to light up their buildings in green or 
where colour change is not possible, a light or lantern on to support us. Samaritans can be con-

COVID-19 Support Line for Older People: ALONE manage a national support line and 
additional supports for older people who have concerns or are facing difficulties relating to the 
outbreak of COVID-19 (Coronavirus). Professional staff are available to answer queries and 
give advice and reassurance where necessary. The support line is open seven days a week, 8am 
- 8pm, by calling 0818 222 024. 
 
Waiting in Hope Liturgy: Bishop Denis and the Diocesan Commission Liturgical For-
mation are inviting people across the diocese to begin the Advent journey with him in a mo-
ment of prayer and a spirit of hope. The Bishop will lead a livestreamed service of music, pray-
er, scripture and reflections at 7:30 pm on Sunday November 29 from the Cathedral of the 
Assumption, Carlow.

THE ADVENT WREATH  

 
The advent wreath has a rich meaning. The circle 
of the wreath, with no beginning or end, 
symbolises the eternity of God. The evergreen 
reminds us of the everlasting life we have in 
Christ while any pine cones or pods in the 
wreath represent new life and resurrection. The 
four candles represent the four Sundays of 
Advent. Purple is traditionally a colour of 
penance and prayer while the rose pink candle 
that is lit on the Third Sunday (Gaudete/Rejoice 
Sunday) marks our joy as we move ever closer to 
Christmas.  
 

A Blessing Prayer  
Loving God, let your blessing come upon us as 

we light this wreath. May it be a sign of hope for 
us as we prepare for your coming and may it turn 
our hearts to you in the days ahead. Give us your 
peace and love as we wait in joyful hope. We ask 

this through Christ our Lord. Amen. Come, 
Lord Jesus!
